The Director of Architectural Services is also responsible to the Secretary for Financial Services and the Treasury.(4)
The Director of Electrical and Mechanical Services is also responsible to the Secretary for Economic Development and
Labour, the Secretary for Security and the Secretary for Housing, Planning and Lands.
